John
Storer will contact Mike Hopkins. Stacey and/or Dave will attend. If approved, request will go to
the Public Works Committee then to full Council.

EZ Kayak Launch supplies floating and removable docks which can also be used as a fishing pier.
Permission from DES is needed, however, permitting is minimal. Owen will check on
requirements. Rick will contact Dover on if they received any grants. Donations received for the
docks could include a “Sponsored By” sign on the dock.
