These minutes are the legal record of the meeting and are in the format of an overview of the Zoning Board of Adjustment meeting. Approval of Minutes:

The minutes of November 23, 2015 were reviewed. Mr. Gates made a motion to accept the minutes as written, Mr. LaVallee seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously by roll call vote.

The Chair asked if members had any conflict with tonight’s case.  There were no conflicts.  The Chair stated the five regular members would be voting on the cases this evening. 
New Cases:

2016-01 Application by Richard E Carlson for a Variance to have a shed on his property with a (3) three foot setback to the side lot line, in the Residential One Zone.  This is in accordance to the City’s Zoning Ordinance, Article 42, Table 19A.
Location:

The Chair asked if anyone wanted to speak for or against this case.  No one came forward.  There was no one present in the audience.
The Chair asked if the board members had any questions.  They had none for the applicant.  The Chair asked the applicant to come to the podium and present his case.  The Chair stopped the applicant for a moment to discuss the waiver request for the certified plot plan, and the need to motion and vote by the board members.

Mr. Gates moved in case 2016-01 to waive the need for a certified plot plan based on the information provided.  The distance in the setback will not create any problem to the abutting property because it is marked by the existing fence on one side of the property lines.
Mr. Goldstein seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously by roll call vote.

Mr. Carlson then continued to read his five variance criteria statements.  Mr. Goldstein asked Mr. Carlson about the distance from the shed to the street and the house to the street line.  Mr. Carlson answered the questions.  There were no further questions from the other board members. 
Mr. Torr asked Mr. Grant if there were any comments from the City and there were none. 

The Chair closed the public hearing portion of the meeting and the board worked on their criteria sheets.  

Mr. Gates motioned to grant the variance for the following reasons: The variance will not be contrary to the public interest because: It will not increase congestion in the streets. The spirit of the ordinance is observed because: It will not negatively impact health and the general welfare.  If granted, the benefit to this individual applicant, outweighs any harm to the community as a whole. The value of surrounding properties will not be diminished because:  It will not generate levels of noise, light, activity or traffic that are significantly different from that which currently exists.  Mr. Lavallee seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously by the five voting regular members.
Mr. Grant advised anyone aggrieved by this decision has 30 days from today to appeal.


Other Business:


Re-Election of Officers

Chair Torr opened the nominations.  Mr. Gates made a motion to nominate Mr. Spector to serve as Vice Chair for the year 2016.  Mr. Lavallee seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously by roll call vote. 

Mr. Gates nominated Mr. Torr to serve as Chair of the Zoning Board of Adjustment for the year 2016.  Mr. Spector and Mr. LaValle seconded the nomination.  The motion passed unanimously by roll call vote. 
Adjournment:

Mr. Gates moved to adjourn at 7:12 p.m., seconded by Mr. LaVallee.  The motion passed unanimously by roll call vote.
